fission cell division in prokaryotes 
that forms two genetically identical 
cells

potential possibility

regeneration asexual reproduction 
in which a new organism grows 
from a piece of its parent

vegetative reproduction asexual 
reproduction in which offspring 
grow from a part of a parent plant
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
